Don't expect the magic to be there at the first day. the bell-like Martin treble and booming bass really come alive after 1 year of hard work! I really like strumming and flatpicking on this guitar. It gives you the pre-war chivers! The sound is really incredibly big! I played many old Martins, D-28 GE, D-45 Ge...and it really holds up. 
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A superb example in every way, Very nice 65year old brazilian, and a bit lower set-up than martin does. Very nice flame maple bindings combined with herringbone and snowflake style inlay. Maybe use Waverly instead of Grover would be an idea. 
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I only have her for one year, but didn't find any flaws, or problems. Roman answers all my questions on e-mail. Hear say is that his warranty is the best. 
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Warranty for life!, very helpfull, takes time to answer to all my questions! 
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What can I say? 

If I could afford a pre-war D28 I would buy one. But this is close..very close...maybe better. I own a 66 D-28..But also owned Older D28's and several D-28GE. It holds up, and might even beat it. The Future will tell!. In anyway it's fantastic Value for money at a third of a Martin D-28GE and half the price of a Collings.
